The Sacrament of Baptism at Holy Trinity
   The Sacrament of Baptism is often called “The door of the Church,” because it is the first of the seven sacraments, not only in time (since most Catholics receive it as infants) but in priority, since the reception of the other sacraments depends on it. It is the first of the three Sacraments of Initiation, the other two being the Sacrament of Holy Communion and the Sacrament of Confirmation. Once baptized, a person becomes a member of the Church; the Catechism states that Baptism is: “the basis of the whole Christian life, the gateway to the Spirit … and the door which gives access to the other sacraments.” (CCC 1213)

A Reflection –    
“I AM THE LIVING BREAD COME DOWN FROM HEAVEN …”
  “In the Frist Reading, we hear Elijah’s exhaustion from his victory over the false prophets of Baal (see 1 Kings). Fleeing for his life from the evil queen Jezebel, he sought refuge and rest in the desert under a broom tree on his way to Beer-sheba of Judah. So broken in spirit was Elijah that he literally prayed for death. After allowing him to sleep, the Lord sent an angel with food and water to feed and strengthen him, twice, for the journey that lay ahead of him. ‘Touched’ by the divine, Elijah’s spirit was renewed and sustained for the 40 day-and-night journey to Mount Horeb.
   In the Gospel reading, we continue to hear from Jesus’ extended ‘Bread of Life’ discourse. The Jews doubted his words because he was so familiar to them. We contemporary Christians can fall into a similar trap.”	 		     – At Home with the Word   
La Asunción de la

   La asunción de María es un dogma definido por Pío XII el 1 de Noviembre de 1950 con la constitución apostólica Munificentissimus Deus. Es una de las tres solemnidades marianas del año litúrgico. Los cristianos, desde antiguo (siglos IV-V) celebraban ya el tránsito o dormición de María y en textos apócrifos se hablaba ya de su asunción como misterio de la pascua realizado en plenitud en ella. La iglesia greco-bizantina, en los siglos VII al X a través de los textos de los padres, teólogos y doctores afirmaba ya la asunción corporal de María, si bien entre la mayor parte de los teólogos de Occidente se consideraba aún como piadosa sentencia solamente.

   Fue en el siglo XVIII cuando se produce la primera petición a la Santa Sede para la definición del dogma. Sin embargo, representaciones teatrales muy antiguas y que aún se celebran, nos hablan del arraigo de esta creencia en los fieles, como el Misterio de Elche. Por tanto, el dogma, como sucede en el caso de la Inmaculada Concepción, vino a explicitar teológicamente lo que el sensus fidelium venía ya celebrando desde siglos atrás. 

   La asunción de María se constituye, entonces, en fiesta grande para cualquier creyente: supone el modelo de nuestra condición futura, en el que nos precede nuestra hermana y madre en la fe, María. Quizás la rutina de las propias celebraciones litúrgicas, incluso su ubicación, en medio del mes de vacaciones, nos pueden estorbar el  meditar en este misterio que se conforma en un mensaje de vida y esperanza para quienes aún peregrinamos en nuestra condición presente. Puede ser hoy un momento de gracia para adentrarnos en la meditación gozosa que esta solemnidad nos anuncia.
