We work hard at saying “No!” to vices,  

such as, violence, vanity, bigotry, overindulgence, 
excessive pride,  

disrespect and selfishness. 
We know we are not perfect,

We Catholics sometimes get impatient with the pace 
at which the Catholic Church moves, but one thing I’ve 
noticed at all levels on which the Church operates and 
across whatever spectrum you can name: Catholics 
think in centuries. There is a frequency with which we 
can talk in historical terms, rather than merely from the 
vantage point of an individual lifetime – can talk of, 
say, 50 or 100 or 200 years as being “not a very long 
time.”  It’s as if, even when we lose sight of the 
broader picture, the whole of Church history is still 
inescapably there, hovering somewhere in the back of 
our minds.  Fascinating, our Faith, isn’t it.  Keep at it, 
fellow pilgrims!
