The Gospel According to Mark
Starting last Sunday, Catholics around the globe have been
hearing proclaimed, for the most part, selections from the
Gospel According to Mark, which is the first Gospel to have
been written. To give you a thirst for his unique
approach to Jesus’ story, here are a few qualities:
— it is sparse and brief and it ends abruptly,
— the linguistic style is unrefined,
— it contains an engaging type of storytelling,
— it emphasizes Jesus’ deeds over his words,
— it is dominated by Jesus’ Passion,
— it has a sense of end-of-the-world urgency,
— it seems to have a special interest in Galilee,
— it frequently explains Jewish matters, but not
Roman ones,
— it assumes readers already have a basic
knowledge of Christian tradition,
— it offers the most *human” Jesus,
— it highlights Jesus’ disciples’ failures.
